New Catalytic Converter Ordinance

STAFF REPORTS

Eastvale - On At the last City
Council Meeting on April 12,
the City Council introduced a
Catalytic Converter Unlawful
Possession Ordinance.

This ordinance was created
to combat the catalytic converter

theft that is happening across
cities in California. The new
ordinance “requires anyone who
is not a licensed recycler found
in possession of a catalytic
converter to provide proof of
ownership to law enforcement,”
stated a City news release.

“As a City, we are taking a firm

stance against crime and cata-
lytic converter theft and want our
policies and practices to reflect
that,” stated a news release.

“It is important for the City
Council to support the Riverside
County Sheriff's Department in
their fight against catalytic con-
verter theft” said Mayor Todd

Rigby. “Providing an additional
tool like this helps them combat
and prosecute these crimes and
I’'m glad we're introducing the
ordinance.”

The Catalytic Converter Un-
lawful Possession Ordinance
will officially go into effect May
26, 2023.

| once read a story about a
9-year old boy named Travis,
whose mother died at home one
day. Without telling a soul, little
Travis covered her body with a
coat and he placed sheets of
notebook paper over her face.
He learned to fix his own meals
— mostly frozen pizza, cereal,
and soup — cut his own hair,
and attended school without
fail. He did this for over a month
because he was afraid he’'d be
placed into foster care if anyone
found out his mother passed
away. The mother’s body was
eventually discovered by family
friends. Travis begged them not
to call the police.

When | read this story | was
moved to write about it from my
perspective. A friend asked me
why | sought out areas in life that
are so traumatic, so emotional,
and so powerful. He asked me
why | seemed to focus on el-
ements of life that are painful,
emotional and disturbing. “Why
remember,” he asked.

It amazes me what life brings
you. It’s like an old, enormous
tree that sits in your neighbor-
hood. One day it catches your
eye and you tell yourself, “Gee, |
never noticed that huge obstacle
in front of me before.”

Although that tree has been
there throughout your life and
you’ve had to go around it most
every day, you just never really
looked at it. You're so busy
trying to survive that the small

detour has become a part of
your life, your routine.

| kind of feel that my emotions
are like that tree; I've driven past
them for so many years without
really paying attention. | kept
wondering why it took so long
to get anywhere productive; why
life was such a hassle for me.
And then one day, for some rea-
son, | finally noticed this tremen-
dous obstruction in my life that |
was going around and avoiding
over and over again. | became
fed up and decided | wasn’t go-
ing to avoid it anymore — | was
going to drive right through that
humongous tree of emotions.

It was never my plan to have
to go and examine the land-
scaping of my life. | thought |
was supposed to follow the path
that was laid out before me. But
somewhere along the way, | de-
veloped a source of confidence
that somehow convinced me
that the path laid out before me
was vulnerable to manipulation.
| realized that | could change
where | was going and how |
was going to get there.

| believe there are experienc-
es in life that give you freedom
and confidence, but sometimes
you end up in a stagnant pe-
riod where you have to take a
moment to sit back and reflect.
And during this reflection you
might sometimes feel resentful
of the circumstances that are
before you. You might realize
that someone in your life plant-
ed seeds that grew into this
enormous tree that distanced
you from the success you feel
you deserve. And somehow -
although you feel as though you
never intended to water those
seeds — this enormous tree
has grown, survived, and even
thrived in your life.

When you realize this, you
might have a tendency to be
angry or resentful of the irre-
sponsibility of someone else’s
sowing. You can’t change what
has happened in your life, and
that in itself can be an obsta-

Upon arrival, deputies located
one of the males, who stated
his wife had been struck by
the suspect’s vehicle and fled
the scene.

On Friday, March 10, 2023, Sil-
icon Valley Bank (SVB) collapsed
after a bank run. This was the sec-
ond-largest bank failure in US his-
tory and unfortunately the largest
bank failure since 2008. Two days
later, Signature Bank followed.
Who's next? Shockingly, it was
Credit Suisse, a giant in the invest-
ment field. A raging wave of glob-
al banking crisis took us off guard
and brought back the painful mem-
ory of the 2008 financial crisis.

What can we learn from these
events in a spiritual sense? First,
prosperity does not last forever.
