Location: Norco
Details: On May 9, 2023, 

at 3:30 pm, deputies from the 
Norco Station responded to a 
report of a juvenile medical aid 
at the 100 block of 8th Street in 
Norco. When deputies arrived, 
they found a female 17-month 
old juvenile not breathing. Life 
saving measures were conduct-
ed by deputies and Cal-Fire but 
the juvenile was unresponsive 
and was pronounced deceased. 
Investigators from the Juru-
pa Valley Station responded 
and believed the death to be 
suspicious. The Central Homi-
cide Unit was contacted and 

responded to assume the in-
vestigation. The victim’s moth-
er, Jennifer Johanna Allen, a 
32-year old female from Norco, 
was later arrested for murder. 
During the course of the inves-
tigation, evidence was obtained 
showing fentanyl played a role 
in the juvenile’s death. This is

Dispensary

Date: May 4, 2023
Location: Jurupa Valley
Details: On Thursday, May 

4, 2023, at 5:30 p.m., deputies 
from the Jurupa Valley Sheriff’s 
Station Special Enforcement 
Team (SET) responded to the 
1700 block of Production Circle 
regarding a disturbance. Upon 
deputies’ arrival, numerous 
subjects attempted to flee, but 
several were detained. Jurupa 
Valley SET deputies located ev-
idence of an illegal/unlicensed 
marijuana dispensary and se-
cured the location. Jurupa Val-
ley SET deputies obtained a 
search warrant for the property 
and requested assistance from 
the Riverside Sheriff’s Marijua-
na Enforcement Team (MET).

During the service of the 
search warrant, deputies locat-
ed approximately 115 pounds 
of processed marijuana, 10 
pounds of psilocybin mush-
rooms, 100 pounds of marijuana 
concentrate, 2,400 marijuana 
vapes, and 1,200 edible mari-
juana items. The estimated val-
ue of the seized items was de-
termined to be over $1,000,000.

I recently downloaded the latest 
Bing browser from Microsoft which 
comes equipped with GPT-4, an 
AI software used for chat. After I 
asked it a few questions, I found 
myself quite impressed. It was able 
to understand what I asked and 
was capable of gathering informa-
tion from the internet and formulat-
ing a good answer to my questions. 
While I feel that it is an excellent 
tool for learning, I also see that we 
need to use it with discernment.

AI, if used properly, can increase 
efficiency by automation and im-
prove decision-making process. 
Many expect a tremendous change 
to the world coming, just like the 
Industrial Revolution or the Infor-
mation Revolution. However, many 
worry that it will eliminate a lot of 
jobs. Even more, the biggest fear 
of AI is related to its most powerful 
feature, which is machine learning, 
meaning it can learn and improve 
itself. Someone may ask, will there 
be a day when AI learns every-
thing, it will become so powerful 
that it can control or even destroy 
humans?

All of these questions are diffi-

It 
is more pressing for us to seek the 
LORD as He is the One who gives 
us this true wisdom and all knowl-
edge, including AI.

sentence.
Eastvale SET deputies con-

tinued this investigation working 
with local agencies and retail 
loss prevention members. They 
discovered several suspects 
linked to organized retail thefts 
throughout the Inland Empire. 
One of those suspects was 
Veronica Damian Estrada, a 
39-year-old resident of Moreno 
Valley. Eastvale SET deputies 
arrested Estrada on April 26 in 
Moreno Valley. 

Upon arrest, deputies located 

“several thousand dollars worth 
of stolen items in her vehicle,” 
stated a news release. “Depu-
ties served a search warrant at 
Estrada’s residence and located 
thousands of stolen retail items 
estimated at $40,000 dollars in 
retail value. Estrada was sub-
sequently booked at the Robert 
Presley Detention Center for 
several felony charges related 
to organized retail theft.”

The Riverside County Sher-
iff’s Department wants to remind 
the community that “Community 

Policing” involves partnerships 
between law enforcement and 
community members. Business 
owners and residents are en-
couraged to report criminal activ-
ity directly to law enforcement by
